Students will be evaluated at the end of 

each quarter. Scholarship money is allocated on a monthly basis it will not be awarded  if 

behavior disrupts the classroom -learning environment.  Evaluation of student behavior is 

done according to teacher consultation with the administration, student referrals to the 

office and number of detentions.  

 

In order to have reduced rates in tuition the school must seek ways to provide 

service at a lower cost.  There is a great need for parent volunteers to be present 

in the school.  If your child/children receive financial assistance you must commit to 

give back to the school.
